Lesson 5

Theme:  One world – in English?

Objective:  By the end of the lesson the students will be able to:

· know the importance of English.

Visual aids:   textbook, flags of The USA and The UK, handouts, markers, posters.

Motivation:  “Warm-up” activity.

At the beginning of the lesson after greeting with students teacher motivates them with today’s theme:

- Dear students, you know that each country and native has its mother tongue. But there must be a language that unites people of different nationalities. For example, imagine that you are French and I am Uzbek, you don’t know Uzbek and I don’t know French. So how can we communicate with each other?

- By English, the students reply.

- You are right. It is English. English is the world language. It helps us to communicate and unite with each other easily.
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Presentation:  So today we will speak and discuss about English and importance of it.

                       - First of all I would like you to divide into two groups. Please choose   

                         these cards. There are flags of the USA and The UK and the students   

                         will be divided into two groups according to the cards chosen by them.

                         Then teacher asks questions to the groups: 

                         1. Which language is the mother tongue of the most people in the   

                             world?

                         2. Which language is spoken most as a foreign language?

                         The students answer to the questions.

                         - Are your answers true or false we will find out after reading the text  

                         in Ex: 1b.
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Practice:      - And now let’s have a group working. In your group you have to discuss    

                       and  write a list of reasons for the questions:

                      “Why are you learning English?”

                       The groups will discuss and write, then present their work.

                     - Let’s discuss all together about our future professions.

                       You have to look at the table in ex:3 and say if you will need English   

                       for your work. For example: 

                     - I want to be a network support manager.

                     - Will you need English?

                     - Yes, I will. Most companies requires their ICT staff to speak English    

                       because the training courses with companies like Microsoft are run in    

                       English and the original training manuals are in English. etc…
