 - Dear students, today we’ll have an extraordinary lesson, very interesting one, and I hope you’ll like it. This is a review lesson, we will review all the themes, grammar themes also, by some games. We will sing a song and by this improve a little our pronunciation.

First of all let’s remember: What is the Past Indefinite Tense?  (O’tgan Noaniq Zamon). What kind of verbs do you know? (Regular and Irregular). 

OK, What is the difference between regular verbs and irregular verbs? How would I know is the verb regular or irregular? (regular verbs have ending –ed in the past, and irregular ones have three forms). Which of three forms we will use in the Past Indefinite? (we will use the second form).

Presentation: 

Let’s begin our lesson. Remember that there are three types of pronunciation of the ending –ed, here are they:       

t, d, id. And on the table there are some verbs, your task    

is to choose one of these verbs read it and translate it, then to stick it under the appropriate sound. Let’s begin, one after another.

- Let’s remember much and many. When do we use much and many? (we use many with countable nouns, and much with uncountable ones).
Now there are some nouns, and you must say is it “much” or “many”.

Listen to me carefully, please! I watched TV yesterday. I played with my dog yesterday. I read books yesterday …. I’m just talking about myself. And what did you do yesterday? (each student tells what did he/she do yesterday).
Practice:

- And now, I need 8 students. We will play game “word order”. Please, choose one of these cards. Look at your cards and say what word is there. And according to the rules of “word order in the Past Indefinite Tense” you’ll take your place. The first sentence is affirmative, next is negative, then interrogative.
What auxiliary verb do we use with the last two sentences (negative and affirmative) 
*did*. What is the position of this verb in the negative sentence and affirmative one? (In affirmative sentence we put “did” at the beginning of the sentence, while in the negative sentence we use it after pronoun with “not”). Now, think and answer, do we use the second form of the verb when we see “did”? (no, we use the first form according to the rules of the theme).

    - OK, dear students. Let’s have a rest, I see that you very tired, let’s sing a song “apples     

    and bananas”

      Good guys!

      Let’s continue our tasks. Now, we will play with the ball. We will review our irregular     

      verbs. I’ll throw you the ball and say you the first form of the verb, you must say the  

      second form of the verb and give back the ball.

· - Read

· - Read

· - Think

· - Thought

· - See

· - Saw

· - Write

· - Wrote etc.

- There are some sentences for you on the blackboard. This time you must fill in the missing words. First of all you must remember the theme “was/were”.  Let’s do it together. What is “was/were”?  (the past forms of the verb “to be”). When do we use was, and when were? (we use was with the singular, and were with the plural). 
- In the next and the last task you must differ the regular and irregular verbs. I will say some verbs and you have to listen to me very attentively, and if I say the irregular verb you will clap your hands, if the regular one you mustn’t do it. Did you understand me? Very well.
Evaluation: 

It is time to evaluate your works. Each of you got cards for each answer, we will count them and put your marks.

Homework: 

To make up 10 sentences for the past indefinite tense (5 for irregular   

and 5 for irregular verbs) 
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
